By studying the cultural heritage of Nanjing Yun
brocade, we can promote the in-depth development of social
education in the field of traditional culture, and improve the
cultural literacy and aesthetic ability of the public.

Yun brocade’s modern inheritance not only can enrich the
diversity of world culture, but also can enhance the com-
munication and understanding between different cultures
and promote the harmonious coexistence between different
cultures. By studying the cultural heritage of Nanjing Yun
brocade in modern times, we can promote cultural exchang-
es and cooperation between China and other countries in the
world, and enhance China’s cultural soft power.

Nanjing Yun Brocade, as one of the four famous brocades
in China, is a treasure of traditional Chinese silk weaving
craftsmanship. Its long history, exquisite craftsmanship, and
rich cultural connotations have made Nanjing Yun Brocade
occupy a pivotal position in the history of Chinese civiliza-
tion. Researching it helps to protect and promote the excel-
lent traditional culture of the Chinese nation, allowing this
precious cultural heritage to shine even more brilliantly in
the new era.

Social education is an important part of the education
system serving the lifelong learning of the whole people, and
it is also an essential form of education for building a learn-
ing society and a learning country with lifelong learning of

the whole people. Social education covers all kinds of social METHODOLOGY

and educational activities aimed at promoting personal phys-
ical and mental development except school education and
family education. Nanjing Yun brocade, as the representative
of Chinese traditional culture, its cultural connotation and
artistic value can provide rich materials and cases for social
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This study uses qualitative research methods, focusing on
brocade in Nanjing, China. The research results are descrip-
tive analyzed through the core concepts of “cultural heri-
tage” and “social education”. The research process includes
extensive literature review and field investigation.
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Literature Research Method

The researchers extensively collected domestic and foreign
literature on Nanjing Yun brocade, intangible cultural heri-
tage protection, social education and other aspects, and sys-
tematically sorted out and analyzed them to provide a solid
theoretical basis for the research.

Field Research Method

The researchers referred to the production base, workshops,
museums and educational institutions of Nanjing Yun bro-
cade to conduct on-site observation and interview. They
directly obtained first-hand data of Nanjing Yun brocade in-
heritance and social education, selected representative cas-
es of Nanjing Yun brocade inheritance and social education
practice, conducted in-depth analysis, and summarized ex-
perience to find problems.

RESULTS

The History and Development of Nanjing Yun Brocade
Brief history of nanjing yun brocade

Nanjing Yun brocade, as a traditional Chinese silk handi-
craft, can be traced back to the 13" year of the reign of em-
peror Yixi of the Eastern Jin Dynasty (417). At that time,
Nanjing (formerly known as Jiankang) set up the brocade
department, an official office dedicated to the management
of brocade, marking the official birth of Nanjing Yun bro-
cade (Chen, 1984). After nearly 800 years of accumulation
after the Southern Dynasty, the emergence and development
of Nanjing Yun brocade are closely related to the urban his-
tory of Nanjing.

During the Yuan Dynasty, Nanjing Yun Brocade began
to be exclusively used for royal attire, and its weaving tech-
nology saw significant improvement. By the Ming Dynasty,
the craftsmanship of brocade weaving had become increas-
ingly mature, and Nanjing’s silk jacquard brocade devel-
oped its own unique regional style. In the Qing Dynasty, the
Nanjing Yun Brocade weaving industry reached its peak,
with over 30 000 looms and almost 300 000 people making
a living from this craft. It was the largest handicraft industry
in Nanjing at that time. During the Qing Dynasty, Nanjing
also had a special “Jiangning Weaving Office”, just like Cao
Xueqin’s grandfather Cao Yin, who worked as a Jiangning
weaver for 20 years. (Cao Xueqin, author of “Dream of the
Red Chamber”)

In modern times, the inheritance of Nanjing Yun brocade
is facing great challenges. At the beginning of the founding
of new China, the brocade industry shrank, many old artists
changed careers, and their skills were on the verge of losing.
In order to save this cultural heritage, the Nanjing munici-
pal government established the “Brocade research group” in
1954 and the “Nanjing Yun brocade Research Institute” in
1957, dedicated to the inheritance and protection of brocade.

After the efforts of several generations, Nanjing Yun bro-
cade weaving technology was included in the first batch of
national intangible cultural heritage list in 2006, and was

successfully selected into the United Nations’ representative
list of intangible cultural heritage of mankind in 2009. Today,
the inheritance and innovation of Nanjing Yun brocade con-
tinue. It is not only the cultural treasure of the Chinese na-
tion, but also an important part of the world cultural heritage.

Characteristics of nanjing yun brocade

Nanjing Yun Brocade stands out due to its meticulous mate-
rial selection, fine weaving, beautiful patterns, and elegant
style. The materials used include gold and silver threads, as
well as silk and spun silk, and even feathers of birds and
beasts. The woven silk fabric is super gorgeous, resembling
the clouds in the sky, hence the name “Yun Brocade” (the
pinyin of “yun” means cloud). The craftsmanship of mak-
ing Yun Brocade is extremely complex, involving designing
patterns, preparing designs, and processing raw materials,
followed by weaving. Each step involves profound knowl-
edge. Especially the step of picking flowers and knotting,
which is like the key to turning the patterns on the blueprint
into real fabric, particularly reflecting the unique skills of
Yun Brocade. Yun Brocade has a wide variety of patterns,
including auspicious dragon and phoenix, cranes, as well as
floral patterns with good meanings, such as lotus and ba-
oxianghhua. These patterns not only remind people of the
ancient people’s yearning for a good life but also showcase
the profound connotation of Chinese traditional culture.

Current situation of cultural inheritance of contemporary
nanjing yun brocade

In contemporary society, Nanjing Yun Brocade has been
passed down for thousands of years. However, with the rise
of modern industry and changes in lifestyle, the tradition-
al culture of Nanjing Yun Brocade has encountered many
challenges, but there are also some new development trends.
On the one hand, the issue of skill inheritance is becoming
increasingly evident. The craftsmanship of Nanjing Yun
Brocade is quite complex, requiring superb skills and rich
experience. However, today’s young people prefer a fast
and convenient life and are not very interested in traditional
crafts, which makes skill inheritance quite difficult. They are
not willing to spend a long time learning this craft.

On the other hand, from a modern aesthetic perspec-
tive, the gorgeous and bright characteristics of Nanjing Yun
Brocade do not align with the aesthetic tastes of the mod-
ern market audience. At the same time, the high cost of raw
materials leads to expensive products, accessible only to a
small consumer group. Coupled with the fact that most prac-
titioners are skilled brocade weavers, who lack knowledge
of promotion and marketing techniques, there is currently no
widespread dissemination and recognition of Nanjing Yun
Brocade culture among the general public.

The government and local communities have been work-
ing hard to promote the culture of Nanjing Yun Brocade.
With the development of globalization, it has provided a
broader stage for Nanjing Yun Brocade to showcase itself.
By participating in international cultural exchange activities
and exhibitions, Nanjing Yun Brocade has demonstrated the
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unique charm of Chinese culture to the world. At the same
time, the government has taken measures such as commer-
cial development of Nanjing Yun Brocade, injecting new
vitality into it and driving innovation and upgrading of relat-
ed industrial chains. Yun Brocade inheritors are constantly
innovating and breaking through in contemporary products
of Yun Brocade. They aim to maintain its traditional charm
while incorporating modern design elements and broadening
usage scenarios to meet the aesthetic and needs of modern
people. To better promote the culture of Yun Brocade and
help it inherit and develop in the new era, it is also necessary
to strengthen social education, enhance public awareness
and recognition of Nanjing Yun Brocade, attract more young
people to engage in the field of Yun Brocade production, and
inject new vitality into the inheritance and development of
Nanjing Yun Brocade.

SOCIAL EDUCATION OF CONTEMPORARY
NANJING YUN BROCADE

The Value of Nanjing Yun Brocade in Social Education

As the intangible cultural heritage of mankind, Nanjing Yun
brocade not only carries rich historical and cultural conno-
tations, but also plays an indispensable role in social educa-
tion.

By personally participating in the production process of
brocade, students can exercise their hands-on ability and
creativity, and improve their ability to perceive and express
beauty. This practical learning method allows students to
learn in practice and grow in experience.

Yun brocade is also reflected in the inheritance of the nation-
al spirit. As a treasure of Chinese traditional culture, Nanjing
Yun brocade not only represents the wisdom and skills of
ancient craftsmen, but also carries the spiritual pursuit and
cultural confidence of the Chinese nation.

The Practice of Nanjing Yun brocade Culture in Social

Brocade culture into campus activities (Figure 1). Through
lectures, exhibitions, and interactive experiences, the histor-
ical background, weaving skills, and cultural value of Yun
Brocade are introduced to primary and secondary school
students. These activities not only allow students to have a
preliminary understanding and knowledge of Yun Brocade
but also stimulate their interest and love for traditional cul-
ture. As shown in Figure 2, in June 2024, the collaboration
between the Nanjing Yun Brocade Museum and the Yikang
Street branch of Xincheng Primary School affiliated to
Nanjing Normal University allowed students to gain a deep-
er understanding of the history, craftsmanship, and cultural
connotations of Yun Brocade through the training of young
guides and museum visits.

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The practical exploration of Nanjing Yun Brocade culture
in primary and secondary education not only helps to en-
hance their artistic literacy but also strengthens their aware-
ness of protecting intangible cultural heritage and their sense
of national identity. By participating in the practical activ-
ities of Nanjing Yun Brocade culture, students can deeply
appreciate the profound and extensive nature of the excellent
traditional culture of the Chinese nation, thus cherishing and
inheriting this precious cultural heritage even more.

Universities play a crucial role in promoting the integra-
tion of Nanjing Yun Brocade culture and social education as
important fronts for talent cultivation. As shown in Figure 3,
in April 2024, the Marxism School of Nanjing University of
Science and Technology organized student representatives
to carry out an immersive ideological and political course
at the Nanjing Yun Brocade Museum. Through on-site vis-
its and professional explanations, students truly appreciat-
ed the superb weaving craftsmanship of Yun Brocade and
the magnificence of Ming and Qing Dynasty Yun Brocade
masterpieces, feeling the unique charm of Yun Brocade.
Furthermore, in August 2023, the School of Economics and
Management of Chuzhou University also organized a prac-
tical team to visit the Nanjing Yun Brocade Museum. They
toured the Yun Brocade art exhibition hall, learning about the
weaving techniques and its unique artistic style. They even
had the opportunity to personally experience the weaving
process of Yun Brocade! These activities not only enhance
the knowledge and artistic literacy of university students but
also provide more young people with opportunities to under-
stand Yun Brocade culture. However, through surveys, it was
found that on one hand, only a few universities currently or-
ganize students to participate in Yun Brocade cultural activ-
ities, and the number and scope of participating students are
limited. On the other hand, although students can experience
Yun Brocade weaving during activities, they lack in-depth
theoretical knowledge and systematic teaching.

As the basic unit of society, community is also an im-
portant position for the inheritance and development of
Nanjing Yun brocade culture.

These activities not only enriched the cultural
life of community residents, but also made them more intui-
tively understand the unique charm of Nanjing Yun brocade
culture (Figure 4). In October, 2023, the new era civilization
practice station of Rongqiao community, Xinglong Street,
Jianye District, Nanjing organized a “colorful silk road trip”,
and community residents and foreigners went to Nanjing
Yun brocade Museum together.

In addition, some traditional culture lovers also sponta-
neously organized Nanjing Yun brocade citywalk activities,
dressed in Nanjing Yun brocade Hanfu, clocked in along the
place names related to Nanjing Nanjing Yun brocade, and
shared their experiences on social platforms. These activities
not only expanded the influence of brocade culture, but also
attracted more people’s attention and participation in the in-
heritance and development of brocade culture (Figure 5). In
September 2024, Nanjing Yun brocade Museum held a tour

of Hanfu culture, inviting more than a dozen traditional cul-
ture lovers, dressed in Hanfu brocade, to travel from Nanjing
Yun brocade Museum to Jiangning weaving Museum,
Confucius Temple, laomen East and other places.

Through various forms such as community activities,
museum visits, and Hanfu cultural parades, more people are
made aware of and involved in the culture of Nanjing Yun
Brocade. However, these activities also face some issues.
Firstly, due to the complexity of Yun Brocade craftsmanship,
organizing community residents to visit and experience the
making process requires coordinating multiple resources,
including Yun Brocade masters, venues, equipment, etc.,
making it challenging to organize. Secondly, although these
activities enrich the cultural life of our community res-
idents, some residents may not participate actively due to
reasons such as time constraints or lack of interest. Thirdly,
although some traditional culture enthusiasts spontaneously
organize activities, the overall promotional channels and ef-
forts may be insufficient, resulting in limited influence of the
activities and unable to attract more people’s attention and
participation.

In the process of promoting the integration of Nanjing
Yun brocade culture and social education, innovative devel-
opment and international communication are also import-
ant aspects that cannot be ignored. Nanjing Yun brocade
Museum and Nanjing Yun brocade research institute actively
explore the innovative development path of brocade culture,
and develop a series of brocade products with practical value
and aesthetic value by combining with modern scientific and
technological means. At the same time, they also actively
carry out international exchanges and cooperation to push
the brocade culture to the world stage (Figure 5). In October,
2024, the splendid art exhibition, master salon and other ac-
tivities with the theme of “splendid literary City, sharing lon-
gitude and latitude with the world” were held in the Louvre
in Paris, France. The Nanjing Yun brocade Museum of China
was invited to show the modern artistic creation of intan-
gible cultural heritage brocade. Brigitte Macron, the wife

of the French president, collected the Nanjing Yun brocade
work “the golden Python invites wealth” on site (Figure 6).

Through these practical explorations, Nanjing Yun
Brocade culture has not only achieved a certain degree of
dissemination and popularization domestically but also
exhibited its unique charm on the international stage. On
one hand, this helps enhance the international influence of
Nanjing Yun Brocade; on the other hand, it also increases the
popularity of Yun Brocade among young people in China.

In addition, the school is encouraged to
establish cooperative relationships with local brocade work-
shops or museums, organize students’ on-the-spot investiga-
tion and study, and deepen the combination of theory and
practice.

Carrying out Nanjing Yun Brocade Cultural

Nanjing Yun brocade culture lectures, exhibitions, work-
shops and other activities are regularly held in community
cultural centers, libraries, parks and other public places to at-
tract residents of different ages to participate.

cultural inheritance of brocade.

Through the joint efforts of the government, schools, en-
terprises and communities, the whole society has formed a
good situation of joint participation and mutual benefit, so
that Nanjing Yun brocade, a precious cultural heritage, radi-
ates new vitality and vigor in contemporary society.

Propagation Path of Nanjing Yun Brocade Culture

We need to intensify our efforts to promote Nanjing Yun
Brocade. This can be achieved through exhibitions, lectures,
and workshops, allowing everyone to understand the history,
craftsmanship, and cultural value of Yun Brocade, arousing
everyone’s interest and passion for it.
